THE CRAFTER: Greg Moore is the head brewer at  
Wynkoop Brewing in downtown Denver. He sources Colorado-grown 
and a little-extra-bitter hops from Ron Munger of Misty Mountain Hop 
Farm in Olathe, hop grower of the year, when brewing Begorado, an 
award-winning Belgian-style IPA.

THE CRAFTER: Dan English is a maker of fine 
outdoor clothing and the founder of Voormi in Pagosa 
Springs. The sheep that scurry throughout the Rocky 
Mountains, like the ones kept by Rita Kourlis Samuelson 
at Kourlis Ranch near Craig, provide the high-altitude 
wool for his gear. He blends it with synthetics to create 
items like the Fall Line Jacket, winner of the Men’s 
Journal 2015 Gear of the Year award for its fleece-like 
feel, yet water-repelling qualities.

The grapes are grown at the mouth of 
DeBeque Canyon on a cobblestone ridge overlooking the 
Colorado River. As a result, Infinite Monkey Theorem’s 
Cabernet Franc is robust with fruit and spice and carries 
an elegant finish.

THE CRAFTER: Lance Hanson makes Cap-
Rock Gin in Hotchkiss. The Peak Spirits Farm Distillery 
gin uses soft water from the CapRock formation on the 
Grand Mesa and a blend of 12 different fruits, flowers, 
seeds and spices and certified-organic apples grown 5 
miles down the road by Bill and Shirley Ela on Ela Family 
Farms. Sip on some CapRock Gin in a Seventh Street 
Pavilion cocktail at The Pullmann in Glenwood Springs, 
where chef Mark Fischer takes local sourcing not as 
a challenge, but as a conquest, using Colorado’s finest 
ingredients in his creative cuisine and cocktails.

THE CRAFTER: Josh Niernberg is the exec-
utive chef at BIN 707 Foodbar in Grand Junction. He 
sources locally and domestically and offers a seasonal 
menu at this American-cuisine restaurant. That means 
fresh, local and delicious. One brunch favorite, the Local 
Omelet, is made with onion, marmalade, Hazel Dell 
cinnamon cap mushrooms, applewood-smoked bacon 
and MouCo Ashley ripened goat cheese made by Birgit 
Halbreiter and Robert Poland in Fort Collins.

Near Gateway
The Unaweep-Tabeguache Scenic 
and Historic Byway cuts through 
wild canyon country, including the 
Dolores River Canyon. WWII buffs 
may be surprised to learn this area 
was mined for uranium, used in the 
nation’s atomic bombs. 

Near Meeker
Traverse 82 scenic miles via the 
Flat Tops Trail and you’ll journey 
over two of the least-traveled 
mountain passes in Colorado. 
Pull over at Ripple Creek Pass for 
a 10,343-foot view of the stunning 
White River Valley. We dare you to 
look down. 

Colorado’s 26 byways wind through grassy plains and the Rocky Mountains past small 
towns and natural beauty you cannot enjoy if you’re speeding along at 70 mph.

Festival in the tiny town of Karval. This April event is a weekend full of birding, entertainment, food and more. 

Byways of Colorado    COLORADO ROOTS

Near Craig
Spring brings three species of lekking grouse on the 
Elkhead Trail, and summer is ideal for viewing nesting 
sandhill cranes and a robust population of deer and elk. 

Near South Fork
Highlights of the Silver Thread Scenic Byway include 
the Slumgullion Earthflow — a massive slow-motion 
rockslide — and, of course, earfuls of woodpeckers 
drumming and the choral sounds from thrushes.

Near Telluride
Loop through the San Juan Mountains on the Lizard 
Head Trail, and stop to take in the view from Lizard 
Head Pass. You might witness black swifts hunting 
insects in the air or a bear ambling across a meadow. 

Near La Junta
The Plover Trail is exceptionally diverse with its huge 
marshes, countless reservoirs and high desert. The 
name comes from the multiple breeds of plovers — a 
type of wading bird — that reside in the area.

Near Wray
The Greater Prairie Chicken Trail is a stronghold for its 
namesake birds. In the spring you might hear the males 
before you see them — their whooping and cackling 
sounds are all part of an … amusing … mating dance.

Near Eads
For sandpipers and cranes migrating through or snow 
geese setting up camp for the winter, make your way 
along the Snow Goose Trail to catch a glimpse of these 
water birds.

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Creature Encounters
Rare species like the lesser prairie 
chicken, golden eagle and swift 
fox are among the more than 300 
species of critters roaming the 
440,000-acre Comanche National 
Grassland, some of the last short-
grass prairie left in the U.S.

Like a hall of fame for dinos, 
Purgatoire River Track Site (also 
known as Picketwire Canyonlands) 
in Comanche National Grassland 
boasts the footprints of the Jurassic 
period’s biggest celebrities, includ-
ing the long-necked Brontosaur and 
carnivorous Allosaurus. 

Large populations of bass, walleye 
and catfish make Lake Pueblo a 
beloved southeast Colorado fishin’ 
hole. The lake is also an excellent 
place to spot feathered beauties 
like red-tail hawks, egrets and great 
blue herons.

Only-in-Colorado wildlife, historic sites, cowboy heritage and Americana attractions — to say 
the least — are proof that our often-understated eastern quadrant is anything but plain. These 
highlights are just the beginning.

Windows into the Past
Honor the 200 Cheyenne and Arapaho Indians who died when a band of 
U.S. soldiers attacked their camp in 1864 at the Sand Creek Massacre 
National Historic Site near Chivington and Eads. Attend a ranger-led talk 
(daily at 10am and 2pm) to learn how the tragic skirmish forever changed 
relations with American Indian tribes, who claimed the plains as hunting 
grounds and seasonal homes.

American Indian petroglyphs adorn the sandstone walls of Vogel Canyon 
near La Junta. Visit at sunrise or dusk to heighten your chance to encounter 
characters like great horned owls, coyotes and pronghorn.

Read Ancient Peoples of the Great Basin and Colorado Plateau by Steven R. 
Simms to learn about the American Indian settling of the plains.

Catch a can-can show in the bar at Burlington’s Old Town Museum, home to 
21 antique-filled buildings, including an old schoolhouse, beauty parlor and 
doctor’s office. Then, mosey over to the 1905 Kit Carson County Carousel, 
one of only 150 wooden carousels still in existence. The 46 hand-carved 
animals march to the tunes of a 1909 Wurlitzer Monster Military Band Organ.

Cool Rides
The folks at Colorado Cattle 
Company & Guest Ranch’s 
Cowboy School in New Raymer 
are determined to lure out your 
inner wrangler. Achieve cowboy 
status (or dazzle your greenhorn 
friends) by acquiring rodeo-wor-
thy skills like barrel racing, bull 
riding and roping live steers.

Those who prefer the saddle 
of a two-wheeled steed should 
consider September’s Pedal 
the Plains, when road bikers 
of all abilities pedal across the 
eastern plains, stopping in the 
cities like Julesburg and Sterling 
for beer gardens, local eats and 
farm tours.

If you dig long-distance rides, 
the 4,228-mile TransAmerica 
Bike Trail from Oregon to 
Virginia passes through Pueblo, 
Ordway and Eads — delightfully 
flat riding territory full of charm-
ing small towns.

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I’M AN AWE SEEKER
Great Sand Dunes National Park 
near Blanca – This may be the 
closest you’ll ever come to feeling 
like you’re walking on Mars. Nature 
has created an endless hourglass 
with competing winds and a 
recycling creek that has piled 
sand 750 feet high.

 TIP:   Don’t forget your sand sled!

Rocky Mountain National Park 
Estes Park & Grand Lake – Predat-
ing the National Park Service, this 
is one of the country’s oldest and 
most loved national parks — with 
high peaks, beautiful lakes and a 
wide variety of wildlife. 

 TIP:   Hike to Lulu City, now a ghost 
town, where miners lived 
from 1879–84.

Colorado National Monument 
Fruita – Red-rock formations and 
expansive canyons pepper this 
often-missed treasure.

 TIP:   Experience Monument 
Canyon Trail’s massive rock 
sculptures, including Inde-
pendence Tower and Kissing 
Couple, or find natural arches 
on the Liberty Cap Trail.

Black Canyon of the Gunnison 
National Park near Montrose – 
Trace the rim along the North 
Vista Trail and be rewarded with 
views into the canyon and scenic 
vistas from appropriately named 
Exclamation Point.

 TIP:   Descending into the 
Black Canyon is not recom-
mended for most (we can’t 
say what exclamations might 
happen there).

I’M A WILD 
WEST EXPLORER
Sand Creek Massacre National 
Historic Site near Eads & Chiv-
ington – Few know that during 
the American Civil War, a great 
offensive against the American 
Indians was waged. At Sand Creek, 
hundreds were slaughtered, includ-
ing women and children.

 TIP:   Be prepared, this site 
refers to a dark period in 
American history.

Bent’s Old Fort National Historic 
Site La Junta – Interpreters in 
period dress offer intriguing details 
through guided tours and demon-
strations of this trading post’s 
importance in the 1840s.

 TIP:   Get your camera ready to 
capture the peacocks roam-
ing the fort.

For an engaging tale of America’s 
western expansion, read: Blood 
and Thunder: The Epic Story of Kit 
Carson and the Conquest of the 
American West by Hampton Sides.

I’M A 
DINOSAUR DIGGER
Florissant Fossil Beds National 
Monument between Lake George & 
Divide – Prehistoric Colorado was 
home to a hard-to-imagine redwood 
forest. Believe your eyes when 
you spy 14-feet-across petrified 
sequoia stumps, which are among 
the biggest in the world and the 
centerpiece of a large and diverse 
fossil collection.

 TIP:   Stay for the Night 
Sky Program.

Dinosaur National Monument 
Dinosaur – If you’re a dino-geek, 
and we know you are, this is home. 
The famous Carnegie Quarry has 
1,500 visible fossils on a single 
cliff face.

 TIP:   Plan an extra day to raft the 
wild Green and Yampa rivers 
through the deep canyons.

I’M A HISTORY BUFF
Hovenweep National Monument 
west of Cortez – Perfect for both 
lovers of nature and history, 
Hovenweep will leave you amazed 
at the Ancestral Puebloans who 
erected the multi-story towers 700 
years ago.

 TIP:   Rim Rock Trail will bring you 
up close to eight historic 
structures.

Mesa Verde National Park near 
Cortez – For 700 years the Ances-
tral Puebloan people made these 
cliffs their homes. There are more 
than 600 dwellings, including Cliff 
Palace, the largest in North Ameri-
ca, with guided tours available.

 TIP:   Drive Ruins Road to appre-
ciate the mystifying cliff 
dwellings from afar.

Yucca House National Monument 
south of Cortez – Unlike Mesa 
Verde, this is an unexcavated 
archaeological site of an Ancestral 
Puebloan community center. It has 
been largely untouched for the 
past 800 years.

 TIP:   Look for pottery fragments on 
the ground, but please leave 
them for others to enjoy.

Check-out the awe-inspiring shots 
and detailed history of Colorado by 
reading Colorado: A Historical Atlas 
by Thomas Noel.

Leadville  
Historic District
The country’s highest incorporated 
city, Leadville sits at 10,152 feet and 
boasts a 70-square-block National 
Historic Landmark District and a 
20-square-mile preserved mining 
district (being celebrated above 
during the annual Boom Days 
event). Take the historic walking 
tour and see 50 buildings dating 
back to 1870, including the largest 
opera house west of the Mississippi 
and a saloon visited by Oscar Wilde.

PRODUCE WHAT TO LOOK FOR SEASON

APPLES Choose apples that are firm to the touch, without bruises, with good 
color and a pleasant smell.

Aug.–Nov. Most are 
harvested in Sept.

CANTALOUPE Ripe cantaloupe will have a distinctive aroma and the blossom end 
should yield to gentle pressure. Cantaloupes that were kept on the 
vine until fully ripe will have a clean depression where the stem was 
attached. Avoid cantaloupes that are shriveled, bruised or that have 
punctured or cracked rinds. 

Aug.–mid-Oct.

CARROTS Carrots should be vibrant orange and well shaped with firm, smooth 
exteriors. Avoid soft or wilted carrots or those with growth cracks or 
splits. 

Aug.–Nov.

CHERRIES Look for cherries that are plump, with firm, smooth and brightly colored 
skins. Good quality cherries should have green stems attached. Avoid 
cherries with blemishes, rotted or mushy skins, or those that are shriv-
eled and dull. 

Mid-June through 
mid-July.

LEAF 
LETTUCE

Leaf lettuce should be crisp and well colored. Avoid leaf lettuce with 
yellow leaves or with leaves showing cracked ribs.

June through Oct.

ONIONS Good-quality dry onions should be firm and hard with short, tight necks 
and dry, papery skins. A slightly loose outer skin is common and should 
not affect quality. Avoid onions that show mold, decay or  
blemishes. 

Aug.–March.

PEACHES Peaches should be picked when the background color (not the red side 
toward the sun, but the backside of the fruit) has changed from green to 
white or yellow. If the peaches are to be eaten quickly, the best possible 
peach is one that has already started to soften on the tree, however, 
if they are to be stored then they should still be firm, but with the light 
background color. 

Aug.–mid-Sept.

POTATOES All potato varieties should be uniformly sized, fairly clean, firm and 
smooth. Avoid potatoes with wrinkled skins, soft dark spots, cut 
surfaces or green appearance. Look for a variety of Colorado potatoes, 
including Yukon gold, russet, fingerling and purple. 

Year-round.

SWEET CORN Sweet corn should have fresh, green husks with silk ends that are free 
of decay or worms. Ears should be evenly covered with plump, consis-
tently sized kernels. Avoid corn with discolored or dry-looking husks, 
stem ends or kernels. 

Mid-July through 
mid-Oct.

TOMATOES Tomatoes should have bright, shiny skins and firm flesh. Avoid tomatoes 
that are soft or mushy, lacking in color, or have blemishes or growth 
cracks. 

Mid-July–mid-Oct. 
(greenhouse toma-
toes year-round).

WATERMELON Choose a symmetrical melon that is heavy for its size. Aug.–Sept.

Colorado’s natural splendor and Western history 
shine at three National Heritage Areas.

Colorado possesses three of the 49 National Heritage Areas established by 
the U.S. Congress — and is one of only 16 states to have more than one. 
Experience exquisite landscapes and learn about Colorado’s contributions 
to the nation’s diverse heritage at these must-see quadrants: South Park 
National Heritage Area, Sangre de Cristo National Heritage Area and Cache 
la Poudre River National Heritage Area.

Fondly preserved historic structures and seemingly untouched terrain 
characterized by towering 14,000-foot peaks and more than 100 rare or 
endangered plant and animal species make central Colorado’s South Park 
NHA seem like a lost-in-time place. Learn how mining squabbles gave  
Fairplay its name, peruse art galleries and shops housed in 1800s storefronts 
or cast a line in more than 50 miles of Gold Medal trout streams.

The Sangre De Cristo NHA showcases the rich history of south-central 
Colorado’s San Luis Valley, home to the state’s earliest civilizations. The 
3,000-square-mile corridor’s bounty of assets include portions of the Sangre 
De Cristo Range, Great Sand Dunes National Park and Preserve, the Cumbres 
& Toltec Scenic Railroad and more than 20 cultural properties listed on the 
National Register of Historic Places. 

The Cache la Poudre River NHA celebrates milestones related to the Front 
Range’s 120-mile Cache la Poudre River, which influenced the development 
of water law and delivery systems in the Western U.S. and helped shape 
northern Colorado’s cultural heritage. Amble along the river on the Poudre 
River Trail, a 31-mile route that extends from Bellvue through Laporte, Fort 
Collins, Timnath, Windsor and Greeley. Or tour Fort Collins’ 1883 Water 
Works, which housed the area’s first water pump house.
