Conduct 5-year evaluation of the habitat using the NRCS-approved habitat assessment tools.
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Explain the voluntary reporting process and what the reported information will be used for. Ensure that PII

information remains confidential.
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Maintain communication with landowner and offer technical assistance as needed to maintain the practice/ Years
suitable habitat.
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Provide annual reminder to self-verify and enter reported information in the planning database for

each reported practice.
